Meet information – based on last year’s information.
All swimmers  - there is no time standard for this meet.  All swimmers, even those with more than 4:00 for their 200 IM, may compete (although there will be DQ’s).
Holy Early Permission slip? In previous years we have not been able to attend this meet because it was full.  I am hoping to get our entries in on the day the meet information comes out.  This meet is GREAT experience for our swimmers, being an invitational long course meet, and outdoors.  It will just be a $20 deposit at this point.  Once I get the meet information, I will update and we’ll square up.
Permission slip due – Friday, February 17.
Location: Wenatchee City Pool, Pioneer Park, 210 Fuller St. Wenatchee.  10 lane, outdoor, 50m pool!!!  See directions in the meet info. on the bulletin board and website.
Warm ups:  Friday (optional) – noon.  Saturday & Sunday – 7:15 am. for 10 and Under.  11&O warm up begins after the 10&U session finishes.  
Meet format: Timed Finals, block meet for the 10&U - they will only swim in the morning.  Everyone else (after their little sleep-in) will have events all day, but can spend their down time in the park.  The longer events are later in the day.
Entries:  All swimmers are limited to 2 individual events on Friday.  11&O swimmers are limited to 4 individual events and one relay on Saturday and Sunday.   10&U swimmers are limited to 3 events per day and one relay on Saturday and Sunday.   Please consult with your coach and indicate the events you would like to be entered in.  The coach will make the final decision.  Events are listed on the back of this page.
Entry Costs: $15 swimmer surcharge, plus $4 per individual event.  The Club will pay for relays.  Only a $20 deposit at this time.
Travel – Swimmers will be ‘on their own’ for travel.  Reminder – Medical insurance for International travel.
Accommodation – Camping is available in the park (which is very FUN).  Some conditions apply; please read further down.  This year to help cover the security costs, the meet manager is asking for a $25 contribution for each family.  Motels are also available, but do book IMMEDIATELY – check further down.  As many people plan on camping, please book your own motel rooms.    
Coaches' Editorial –This has always been a special meet, in that it is our only International meet of the season, it is outdoors and 10 lane long course.  The temperatures can vary quite a bit - one year it was quite cool and the next year we couldn’t buy enough sunscreen.  Please be prepared for both temperature extremes.  It is great experience to swim in a different country and with uncontrollable conditions (the weather!).  This is also our ONLY meet in June (other than AA’s).

Pool Directions:


From Hwy 2, travel south on Wenatchee Avenue.

Turn right at intersection with Miller Street.  Travel south on Miller to Russell (Pioneer Middle School is on the left).  Turn left on Russell - one block to Fuller – pool is on the left.

From Hwy 28 (East Wenatchee) cross Columbia River Bridge, turn right on Mission St.,then immediate left on Ferry St. Follow Ferry St. (turns into Russell).Pool will be on the right on Fuller Street.

Camping:

Under special arrangement with the City of Wenatchee, the Pioneer Park facility will be available for camping Friday through Sunday if desired. Drinking water and lavatory facilities will be available on a 24-hour basis. Security will be provided in the park at night.  Self contained camper and trailers may use the parking lot on the west side of the pool, adjacent to Pool. Pool restroom facilities are available for one hour after last event Friday and Saturday and will open at 6:30 AM on Saturday and Sunday mornings.

To assist with offsetting the cost of providing camping in Pioneer Park, Barracuda Swimming is requesting that each family camping in the Park contribute $25 for the weekend.  

Notes on Camping: 

We are granted special permission by the City Parks Department to use the park for camping and they have stipulated the following rules, which must be followed:

· No vehicles on the grass. (No tent trailers)

· Campers and trailers shall be parked in parking lots adjacent to the pool or along Fuller St. only.

· Fuller St. parking is limited to lateral parking of camping units that will not go beyond the length of a pickup truck.

· Please do not park cars along side of campers on Fuller St. and take up 2 spaces.

· Camping spots shall be on a first come, first serve basis.

· No camping will be allowed prior to 9:00 AM Friday or later than 6:00 PM Sunday.

· Alcoholic beverages not allowed.

· Loitering in restroom not permitted.

· Electrical outlets not provided.

· Portable barbecues and stoves not permitted on picnic tables.

· No water balloons allowed.
