What’s the difference – Mini Meet, Jamboree, Swim Meet?

Mini Meet is for KISU Mini Squad swimmers exclusively.  It is small, short and sweet.  Swimmers are not necessarily timed.  Minimal cost.

Muffin or Pizza meet is for KISU swimmers exclusively but may include Junior swimmers and up depending on what other meets are happening on that weekend.  Minimal costs (usually $2 – 5 to cover food, ribbons and a gift for the volunteers).

Jamboree Swim Meet includes swimmers from other clubs but they may not be faster than 4 minutes for their 200 IM.  Cost per event or flat rate for the meet.  KISU attends Jamborees in Penticton, Kelowna and Vernon.

Swim Meets – swimmers must be faster than 4 minutes for a 200 IM.  Cost is per event.  Usually the meets are two days (although you can always chose to attend only one day).  KISU attends swim meets throughout the Okanagan (Kelowna, Vernon, Kamloops) and farther for Provincial/National championships.  We also travel to one away meet a season in a Big Bus.
